Lesson topic:  Buying a television online
	Aims:  

1. Identify criteria for searching online stores for a television. 

2. Communicate information about the television using ICT systems.
3. Buy a television online.

2. Organise and select items of information in order to carry out an effective search.
3. Open a variety of internet browsers.
4. Evaluate the effectiveness of the search engines used.

6. Write and send a text message in an appropriate format.
7. Produce and print a final copy of the text message.
